The term 21st century learner
has been a popular buzz word
for some time now.

Your school library helps sup-
port both definitions of 21st
century learners. However, this
year Harlingen CISD libraries
have been working more on the
characteristics associated with
the 21st century learning envi-
ronment. School libraries build
connectedness by offering a
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place for the faculty and stu-
dents to gather in small groups
and in larger numbers. In both
elementary and secondary
libraries, small groups are
readily visible hovering to-
gether around tables or com-
puter stations. They are work-
ing collaboratively on class-
room assignments or a shared
common interest they are pur-
suing on their own outside of
class work.

Connectedness is a big part of
learning, feeling a part of
something bigger. Libraries
have resources to help connect
classroom learning with the
world outside of the school
walls.

24/7 access has been another
focus. Through the databases
purchased through Region
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21st Century Learning and the Library

One, the library has made
access to information avail-
able 24 hours a day, 7 days a
week. Students and faculty
have unlimited access to re-
search and information any-
time, anywhere and from any
device with internet access.
Talk to your librarian if you
need your campus' username
and password.

Another 24/7 availability is
Destiny Quest. This app al-
lows you to search through
your campus' library collec-
tion from any device with
internet access. You can also
access your library's collec-
tion through the regular li-
brary website. You can even
put items on hold to pick up
when you return to the cam-
pus. Again, talk to your li-
brarian to get instructions on
using this app. What a great
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tool for lesson planning when
you are away from the cam-
pus!

An Unspeakable Crime: The
Prosecution and Persecution of
Leo Frank

Leo Frank was a Jewish
American factory worker who k&
was convicted of murdering
thirteen-year-old Mary
Phagan. Later he was kid-
napped from prison and hung
by a mob.

In Atlanta, Georgia, on April
23, 1917, Mary Phagan was
on her way to a parade when
she stopped at the National Pencil
Factory to collect her weekly pay-
check. Never to be seen alive
again, wild accusations and raw
emotions ran rampage throughout
Atlanta. The factory’s superinten-
dent, Leo Frank, became the prime
suspect in a murder case that cre-
ated a two-year media frenzy. Anti-
Semitism distorted the crime inves-
tigation which led to the subsequent
prosecution of Leo Frank and his
ultimate death.
